COURSE DESCRIPTION:
The techniques of exposing, processing, and mounting dental radiographs in a clinical setting will be presented and practiced using manikins followed by clinical patients.  Radiographic anatomic landmarks are presented and studied for interpretation along with radiographic evidence of pathology.  Radiation safety for operator and patient is emphasized.
PROGRAM OUTCOMES:
Requisite skills with a strong knowledge base, hands on experience and the mindset required for success in the dynamic field of dental hygiene.

Thorough foundation in the diversified fields of dental hygiene i.e., clinician, educator/health promoter, consumer advocate, administrator/manager, change agent and researcher.

Emphasis on importance of life-long learning in the ever-changing profession of dental hygiene.
PROGRAM COMPETENCIES:

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Following the completion of this course, the student will be able to: 
1. Maintain appropriate safeguards against unnecessary radiation exposure to both patient and operator.

2.
Operate an x-ray machine correctly and expose, process, and mount a diagnostically acceptable intraoral survey to the instructor on both a manikin and a patient.

3.
Demonstrate knowledge of the fundamental concepts of dental radiography, film handling, processing, and various techniques on written tests and in practical situations.

4.
Objectively critique any given set of intraoral radiographs for technical           accuracy.
5.
Correctly identify anatomical landmarks on both panoramic radiographs and intraoral radiographs.

6.
Recognize and chart pathological involvement and dental materials on intraoral radiographs.
7. Identify indications for radiographic exposure.
8.
Demonstrate the ability to recognize various exposure, handling, processing and mounting errors and take corrective action.
ASSESSMENT:
This course will consist of two hours of laboratory instruction and practice per week. The objectives will be achieved by lecture, demonstrations, audiovisual aids and assignments.

COURSE POLICIES:

Attendance/Participation:
Attendance at all lab sessions is mandatory. This is a required course that consists of weekly lectures, demonstrations, activities, and instruction for a total of 1 semester credit hour. The student will receive 1 (one) point off the final grade for each unexcused absence. A total of 3 (three) tardies will be counted as 1 (one) unexcused absence.  
Only under the most dire circumstances will a student be excused from a lab session. Students are expected to appear for lab sessions prepared and on time. There is no feasible mechanism for making up time missed in lab. Students will receive a zero for any assignment of a missed lab session. Students must demonstrate competency on the manikin before being allowed to expose a patient, therefore an absence from lab could jeopardize all subsequent lab assignments and eventually result in failure of the course. Student's individual lab attendance record, performance evaluations and procedures completed must be signed by the lab instructor present during the assigned lab session. It is the student's responsibility to obtain this signature before leaving lab. Any attempt on the part of a student to construct a lab instructor's signature will be considered as cheating.

The safety quiz MUST be passed before the student is permitted to expose films on a patient during lab. The student will be given three chances to obtain a passing grade. The highest score that can be earned on the second attempt is 89, the highest score that can be earned on the third attempt is 79. The safety quiz cannot be repeated once a passing grade is obtained. If the safety quiz is not passed on the third attempt, the student will be given an F for the course and will not be permitted to continue in the DHYG 3120 course or lab course (DHYG 3120-L).
Make-up Policies:

An unexcused absence for an examination or a late assignment will result in a zero for that portion of the course grade. Should an absence to an examination be unavoidable, the course instructor must be notified personally and prior to the examination date and time. The absence must be verified by submitting appropriate documentation upon return to campus. Excused absences are personal illness, with a doctor’s excuse or from the Nurse Managed Clinic on campus, death in the family with obituary or program from the funeral, jury duty, and military leave. It is the student’s responsibility to provide documentation to the instructor prior to absences for military leave or jury duty.
Appearance:
Students are required to wear clinic attire during clinic and laboratory sessions in the dental hygiene clinic.
Laboratory Schedule:
In order to maintain the proper student/faculty ratio in laboratory sessions and because it is often necessary to work in pairs in labs, students will not be allowed to switch lab times without the prior approval of the course director.
Laboratory Clean Up:
Every student is responsible for cleaning up their work area at the end of each laboratory session.  No student may leave a laboratory session until all laboratory benches, sinks, tables, and chairs have been cleaned and floors have been kept swept as needed.  All materials and/or equipment must also be returned to the proper area as instructed by the instructor.
Risks:
Participation in pre-clinical, clinical and laboratory activities involve an inherent risk of injury.  In the event of an injury, the student should immediately inform the instructor, who will call the Office of Public Safety to file an accident report.  The injured party will be given first aid as determined by the Public Safety Officer and referred to appropriate medical facilities for follow up if necessary.
Cell Phones and Pagers:
Please turn off any cell phones and pagers before entering the classroom. If you are expecting an emergency message, set your cell phone or pager on vibrate. Disruptions will result in the student being asked to leave the room, and the student will not be permitted to return during that class period.
