COURSE DESCRIPTION
Selected dental materials are manipulated to enhance the student’s application of the principles of dental materials science.  Emphasis is placed on why particular materials and techniques are used, and on how dental materials can be safely handle   The primary goal of the course is to enhance the student’s ability to make clinical judgments regarding the use and care of dental materials based on how these materials react in the oral environment.

PROGRAM OUTCOMES

GENERAL COURSE OBJECTIVES
At the completion of this course students will be able to:
1. Demonstrate application of the principles of dental materials science.

2. Demonstrate knowledge of safety issues related to the use of dental materials including the effects of specific materials on patients, dental staff, and the environment.

3. Apply principles and techniques when proportioning and manipulating dental materials within the dental hygienist’s scope of practice.

4. Demonstrate laboratory proficiency in performing the following skills:

a. Fabrication of a whitening tray
b. Taking alginate impressions

c. Pouring alginate impressions

d. Trimming gypsum casts

e. Placement of pit and fissure sealants
f. Mixing liners, bases and cements
g. Placement and removal of a rubber dam

h. Placement and removal of the tofflemire retainer
i. Mixing, placing, and removing a periodontal dressing
j. Placement and removal of sutures

ASSESSMENT:

This course will consist of two hours of laboratory instruction and practice per week. The objectives will be achieved by lectures, demonstrations and performance evaluations.

METHODS OF EVALUATION:

Students will have 2 additional opportunities to achieve a passing grade. No grade higher than 85 will be given for the first retake and no grade higher than 75 for the second retake. Students that need to retake an evaluation or make up lab work must make arrangements with the course director.

 COURSE POLICIES:
Attendance/Participation:
Class attendance is mandatory. This is a required course that consists of weekly lectures, demonstrations, activities, and instruction. The student will receive 1 (one) point off the final grade for each unexcused absence. A total of 3 (three) tardies will be counted as 1 (one) unexcused absence. 

Attendance at all lab sessions is REQUIRED. Only under the most dire circumstances will a student be excused from a lab session. Students are expected to appear for lab sessions prepared and on time. Students will receive a zero for any assignment of a missed lab session or exam. Unexcused absences from an examination or laboratory proficiency, or failure to arrange for and complete make up examinations or proficiencies will result in a zero (0) for the assignment. 

Make-up Policies:

An unexcused absence for an examination or a late assignment will result in a zero for that portion of the course grade. Should an absence to an examination be unavoidable, the course instructor must be notified personally and prior to the examination date and time. The absence must be verified by submitting appropriate documentation upon return to campus. Excused absences are personal illness, with a doctor’s excuse or from the Nurse Managed Clinic on campus, death in the family with obituary or program from the funeral, jury duty, and military leave. It is the student’s responsibility to provide documentation to the instructor prior to absences for military leave or jury duty.

Students are required to wear clinic attire during clinic and laboratory sessions in the dental hygiene clinic. Students must wear a long sleeve gown to all laboratory sessions.  Students must wear safety glasses or face shield and hair must be worn pulled back during all laboratory activities.  Students must wear protective gloves during certain laboratory activities as appropriate. The student must also wear white clinic shoes.
Laboratory Clean Up:
Every student is responsible for cleaning up their work area at the end of each laboratory session.  No student may leave a laboratory session until all laboratory benches, sinks, tables, and chairs have been cleaned and floors have been swept as needed.  All materials and/or equipment must also be returned to the proper area as instructed by the instructor.
Risks:
Participation in pre-clinical, clinical and laboratory activities involve an inherent risk of injury.  In the event of an injury, the student should immediately inform the instructor, who will call the Office of Public Safety to file an accident report.  The injured party will be given first aid as determined by the Public Safety Officer and referred to appropriate medical facilities for follow up if necessary.
