COURSE DESCRIPTION
A continuation of DHYG 3200.  Principles are introduced in advanced procedures including but not limited to sonic and ultrasonic instrumentation, root planing, gingival curettage, care of dental implants, abrasive polishing devices, phase microscope, oral irrigation and advanced home care techniques.  The research poster will be introduced and implemented and the student will continue to develop their dental hygiene portfolio.

GENERAL COURSE OBJECTIVES
At the completion of this course students will be able to:

1. Custom tailor patient education instruction to the specific needs of any given patient.
2. Discuss the potential advantages and disadvantages of using mechanized instruments in periodontal debridement.
3. Discuss the rationale for periodontal debridement.
4. Explain how periodontal debridement is accomplished.
5. Discuss the indications and contraindications for use of air-powder polishing.
6. Discuss the use of oral irrigation as an adjunctive periodontal therapy.
7. Discuss evaluation procedures and the recall phase of patient treatment.
8. Discuss etiologies of dentinal hypersensitivity and identify types of treatment options.
9. Identify various types of dental implants and discuss their maintenance.
10. Discuss uses of intraoral cameras in clinical situations.
11. Acquire, synthesize and analyze information in a scientific manner in order to make evidence-based decisions that will enhance one's health care knowledge base and one's professional development. 
12. Utilize a notebook computer to access information and to communicate electronically.
13. Provide accurate, consistent and complete documentation of information obtained from a variety of databases and sources. 
14. Demonstrate an understanding of how research affects professional status, evidence-based decisions, patient care and health outcomes. Use major professional journals and electronic databases in health sciences as a means of life-long learning.
