COURSE DESCRIPTION

The principles of clinical and didactic instruction will be introduced.  Development of objectives, course content, presentation methods and evaluation of content related to dental hygiene students will be expected for course completion.  The internship includes didactic and clinical/laboratory instruction for dental hygiene students.

This is an elective course that consists of 2 hours of online activities/instruction and 3 hours of clinical/laboratory internship activities each week for at total of 3 semester credit hours.
