COURSE DESCRIPTION
The study of dental health as a community problem with emphasis on theory and practice of dental public health and preventive dentistry, and the role of the dental hygienist in promoting dental health on community, state, and national levels. The practice of dental health as a community problem will be emphasized. Students will be required to teach dental health in a variety of settings. Local, state, national and/or international opportunities may be made available to the student in order to fulfill the requirements of this course.  A service learning project is required. 

Prerequisite: BSDH Admission

Didactic: 2 hours/week
Practicum: 3 hours/week
Course Credit: 3 semester hours

COURSE METHODOLOGY:
The didactic portion of this course is offered during the entire semester. Much content is presented to supplement the classroom discussion. This course will utilize online materials and activities. The practicum portion of this course is available as soon as the service learning sites are identified. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
After participating in class and completing assignments for the course the student will be able to: 

1. Define public health. 

2. Define dental public health and its role in the total community health spectrum. 

3. State in writing the role of the dental hygienist and the dentist in dental public health at all levels - local, state, national. 

4. Analyze statistical methods used in scientific literature and relate their significance to the literature. 

5. Differentiate between the various indices and methods of surveys used in dental public health as well as correctly interpret their results. 

6. Incorporate the various methods of prevention and control into a clinical setting. 

7. Compare and contrast the various methods of purchasing dental care. 

8. Relate dental needs and demands to dental manpower resources. 

9. Demonstrate a philosophy of preventive dentistry and strive toward preventive dentistry goals in both classroom assignments and in the clinic. 

10. Describe the nature and scope of public health activities, criteria for priorities, and the tools used in public health. 

11. Develop and implement lessons on dental health education to be presented to school children. 

12. Assess, plan, implement and evaluate a service learning project while working with other dental hygiene students.

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SCHOOL LESSON INSTRUCTIONS
Each student is required to teach dental health education in one classroom for one forty-five (45) minute session.
Each student is responsible for contacting the school, securing permission from the principal, and setting dates and times with the classroom teacher. The school can be public or private in any county.

Since you will be teaching alone do not combine classes and teach two or more classes in one classroom. In order to be effective, class size should be no larger than thirty students. If the classroom instructor pressures you to combine classes, tell the teacher you are not allowed to teach large groups.
Each student teaches in 1 classroom - either a first grade or a fourth grade class. If students wish to work in pairs, each pair must teach 2 classes, which can be the same or different grade levels. If you work in pairs, the lesson plans that are turned in can be the same, but the Report of Instruction should be each individual student's opinion, and therefore cannot be identical to another student's report.
There are two parts to this activity - the pre-instructional lesson plans (see "How to Write a Lesson Plan") and the post-instructional activities. The post-instructional activities consist of writing a REPORT OF INSTRUCTION, the evaluation from the classroom teacher (which will be mailed to Dr. Duley), copies of any thank-you notes for donated items, and turning in an evaluation form with your typed lesson plan and report of instruction. Do not turn in the project until the lesson has been completed, so that all elements can be included. 

REPORT OF INSTRUCTION
A brief one page report must be submitted with each lesson plan upon completion of the teaching session. If two students work in a pair to teach two different classes, one student should "claim" one class, and the other student should "claim" the other class for the purpose of writing this report. The report should be included as a separate page in the document and be designed after the following format:

   COMMUNITY DENTAL HEALTH
SERVICE LEARNING PROJECT

DEFINITION OF SERVICE LEARNING:  The methodology of service learning dictates that a clear link exists between the service experience and the academic objective of the course.  In the service learning experience, students learn not only about social issues, but also how to apply the new knowledge of actions that addresses real problems in their own communities.  Key elements of service learning include:  conducted in and meets the need of the community; coordinated with an institution of higher education; integrated into and enhances the academic curriculum of the enrolled students and provides structured time for student reflection on the service learning experience.
SERVICE – LEARNING:  service and learning goals of equal weight and each enhances the other for all participants.  

LEARNING OBJECTIVES/OUTCOMES FOR THE STUDENTS:
Students will participate in each of the elements of the service-learning experiences as indicate in the following steps:
Step 1:  Learner/primary classroom knowledge
