COURSE RESOURCES

COURSE POLICIES:

Attendance/Participation:

This is a required course for BASDH students that consists of individualized study and activities that will assist students in reaching their targeted career goals.  It is also an online course, meaning that course information will be made available to registered students from the WebCT course site.  Time spent on activities will vary with each student.  The required orientation for the course is scheduled during the first week of classes with the instructor by individualized appointments.  Contact the course director to set up an appointment.
